system. In the NIS and CEE,
however, nursing has been
largely neglected. Since 1992,
AIHA partners have been suc-
cessfully working to establish
nursing as an independent and
vital profession, rather than a
mere extension of the role of
physicians. By breaking down
barriers such as a lack of pro-
fessional standards for nurses,
alack of an independent nursing
care structure based on critical
thinking, a systemic inability
of nurses to engage in clinical
or administrative decision-
making processes, and a lack of
baccalaureate- and advanced-
level degree programs, ATHA
partners have played a signifi-
cant role in improving the status
of nurses and, by extension,
the quality of healthcare in
these regions.

Acting as a catalyst to bring
together the resources of both
its partnerships and its many
strategic partners—including
Sigma Theta Tau International
(STTI), the American Organi-
zation of Nurse Executives
(AONE), the International
Council of Nurses (ICN), and
the nursing unit of WHO—
ATHA partners have organized
a coordinated approach to
meet the challenges facing the

tional nursing conferences,
and workshops, ATHA partners
continually address the need
to enhance the professionalism
of nurses and nurse adminis-
trators, reforming undergrad-
uate and graduate nursing
education, and developing and
strengthening regional and
national nursing associations.
The development of nurse
leaders at ATHA partner
institutions has evolved into
effective nursing leadership at
local, national, and regional
levels. Perhaps most impor-
tantly, partnerships have,

by example, demonstrated
that significant improvements
in the quality of patient care
and in health sector produc-
tivity can be achieved through
upgrading and expanding

= The Moldovan Nursing Association, founded in 1995 by
AIHA partners, currently boasts more than 13,000 mem-
bers throughout the country. New patient care standards
adopted by the Association have helped to decrease
postoperative pulmonary complications from 12 percent
to 5 percent and have allowed for more rapid patient

transfer from ICUs.

With the goal of providing
nursing faculty, students, and
practitioners with the resources
to support ongoing evidence-
based forms of learning, ATHA
has established some 24
Nursing Resource Centers
(NRC:s), supplying each with
computers, textbooks, video-
tapes, and anatomical models.
By linking the NRC:s to the
Internet, AIHA has fostered a
supportive community of
nurse leaders connected to
their professional counterparts
the world over. Additionally,
in 1999, ATHA and its partners
established the International
Nursing Leadership Institute,
an intensive learning experi-
ence through which a select
cadre of NIS and CEE nurses
acquire the knowledge and
skills necessary to become ex-
ceptional leaders and mentors
on behalf of their profession.

ATHA and its partners are fo-
cusing on the special role that
nurses must play in support of
reform initiatives that reorient
health systems toward
community-based primary
care. Within the context of the
new model primary care clinics
and the development of team-
based clinical practice guide-
lines and patient care proto-
cols, ATHA’s partners are
establishing training programs
and creating central roles for
nurses in patient care and
community health outreach.
